The "Pajamas Day" is a charitable, playful and educational activity, in which the protagonists are the boys and girls who give visibility to other children under the motto "every child has the right to grow up in a family".
It is held every year on November 20th, coinciding with the approval of the International Convention on the Rights of Children, with the aim of giving visibility and raising awareness about the right to grow up in the family of all children. Currently, in Spain there are more than 17,000 boys and girls who grow up in residential centers, many of them waiting for a family to welcome them into their home.
This year, the main event in schools will be held on Thursday, November 20th, coinciding with the school day. To do this, the students of Infant and Primary Education will go to the school this day in pajamas, a garment that aims to symbolize family time and the importance of it to lay the foundations of a happy childhood. In addition, during that day, activities related to the importance of the family will be carried out at the different educational levels, raising awareness of foster care as a resource that offers minors separated from their biological families the possibility of growing up with another family that welcomes them, accompanies and loves, for as long as necessary.
EDUCATIONAL EXPERIENCE
Pajama Day is a great educational experience with 3 components: supportive, educational and playful.
It is a day that promotes the school of values, fostering solidarity, while allowing family and school to connect, valuing the importance of the family.
It is an educational day that helps children to identify and express feelings, emotions and experiences, while offering the possibility of working on diversity, allowing students to empathize with other family realities and learn about different family alternatives.
It is a fun day that encourages spontaneous play and allows you to experience school in a different way.
STRATEGIES
To enhance the educational richness of the initiative, Pajama Day should be planned in advance and involve families. In this way, Pajama Day is constituted as the final result of previous weeks of work in the classroom in which it can be used to talk about the rights of the children and, among them, the right to grow up in a family.
Examples of some activities that can be carried out include the reading of stories about foster care, the viewing of films, a story or drawing contest, discussion forums, etc. From ASEAF we will be in charge of providing all the educational centers with proposals for stories, didactic units and activities that can be used to work on the subject. Likewise, to work on family diversity we will provide you with a document with issues to take into account, activities to reconsider or tools to address situations that may arise when talking about the different family realities, in the event that there are foster children, either in foster care or residential, or adopted in the classroom.
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
