In Spain, more than 17,000 children and adolescents grow up in child protection centers. Many of them, waiting for a family to welcome them into their home.

What is Pajama Day?

"Pajamas Day" is a recreational and educational activity, which is celebrated every year on November 20th, on the occasion of the International World Children`s Day, and coinciding with the approval of the International Convention on the Rights of the child. This year, the main event in schools, institutes and nursery schools will take place on Monday, November 20th.

The objective of this initiative is to raise awareness and publicize foster care as a protection measure offered to children and adolescents who have had to be separated from their family of origin, a family that cares for them, accompanies them and loves them during the time as needed.

Under the motto "every child has the right to grow up in a family", the students of Infant and Primary Education will go to school on November 20th in their pajamas. In addition, during this day, activities related to the importance of the family, such as reading stories, watching movies, etc., will be developed at the different educational levels.
